Many of us tend, after our legal education,
to think of law in terms of Commonwealth
countries and, perhaps, the United States.
It is often a revelation to discover not only
that non-common law countries (including
countries that we think of as totalitarian)
have sophisticated legal systems which
have had to deal with similar problems to
our legal system and which often deal with
them in very similar ways. Learning the

Secondly, living overseas for a year or two
has long, and for good reason, been a tra-
ditional activity of young Australians. | saw
some statistics a few years ago to the effect
that about 7% of Americans have a current
passport whereas in Australia the figure is
around 70%. At any given moment, ap-
proximately a million Australians (around
5%) are physically outside Australia. These
factors make us a more outward-looking
nation than many others. It is for our over-
all benefit that this state of affairs contin-
ues.

The third aspect is the subjects one actu-
ally studies. Prior to the 1960s, almost
every travelling law graduate went to Eng-
land where he or she (usually he in those
days) studied advanced versions of the
subjects already studied at home. Since
then, this has changed. Many Australians

constitutional cases are frequently cited to
and used by the High Court in interpreting
our Constitution. Occasionally United
States authorities in tort, contract and
even bankruptcy are used by way of anal-
ogy when an undecided issue arises in Aus-
tralia. Canadian authorities are used more
often. Some foreign laws are relevant be-
cause of international transactions. If one
is advising on copyright, one may need to
know something about United States and
United Kingdom copyright law. Someone
advising on major international transac-
tions may need to know some European
and United States anti-trust law.

Finally, of course, one (hopefully) gets a
degree.

| stress that these individual advantages
are also advantages for Australia. Australia
is one of the few countries with both high
income tax levels and a generous policy to
professional taxpayers who claim deduc-
tions for overseas professional confer-
ences, something regularly criticised by
ignorant reporters. This, combined with
the propensity of Australian law graduates
to study overseas for postgraduate de-
grees has led to Australia having an influ-
ence well beyond its size in international
professional organisations. | hope that this
guide helps to continue and increase this
propensity.

(4)  The scholarship interviews

Most scholarships will-hold one or more
interviews before the scholarships are
awarded. The style and content of these in-
terviews can vary /wildly. Some interviews
will focus on you; your experiences/work/
study, and what'you want to do with your
life. Other interviews will focus on current
events, international affairs, or develop-
ments in your field. Some interviews will be
before a panel of 810 interviewers; others
will be before a panel of 1 or 2.

The Cambridge Australia Trust (CAT) is
the Australian committee of the Cam-
bridge Commonwealth Trust. The princi-
pal activities of the Trust are the raising
and administration of funds for scholar-
ships, the selection of scholars and the
keeping of an alumni database.

The Trust awards up to ten PhD mainte-
nance scholarships each year. These are
paid at the standard rate set by the Uni-
versity. The maintenance costs are about
one third of the annual costs of attending
Cambridge, the other costs being made
up by the government levied overseas
research student fee, college fees and
ot her sundry expens
maintenance scholarships are allocated
in conjunction with the Cambridge Com-
monwealth Trust that provides addi-
tional funds on a competitive basis to
cover some or all of the other costs de-
pending on a means test. Scholarship
funding for overseas students is in flux at
the moment as the UK government has
decided to phase out its Overseas Re-
search Scholarships scheme (these were
awarded through each university) and
clear arrangements for replacement
scholarship funding have yet to emerge.

The funds for these scholarships have
been made possible by a range of people.
The first major benefactor was Mr Kerry
Packer. The principal benefactor, how-
ever, is Dr Orde Poynton, now deceased.
Other generous benefactors include Mr
Charles Allen for the Bragg, McCrum and
Charles Allen scholarships; Professor
Henry Bennett for the R.A. Fisher schol-
arship; Barbara Fulton for the Barbara

Cambridge Australia Trust

Fulton endowment scholarship; the

Kater family for the Kater scholarship;
Professor Peter and Dr Barbara Treacy
for the Oliphant scholarship; Professor
Jan Anderson for the Newnham College
scholarship; the members of the Western
Australian legal profession who contrib-
uted to the F. A. Downing scholarship;
and the many individual alumni who
contribute to the Alumni Scholarship.
The Trustds wor k
three hundred students have been sup-
ported since the scheme began.

In addition the Trust also awards schol-
arships to support one-year masters
courses for graduates of a university in
Victoria. These funds have been gener-
ously provided by Mr Patrick Moore.

Applications for these scholarships are
not received directly by the Cambridge
Australia Trust. Any Australian candi-
date will automatically be considered for
tham if theyTilhie parT B of thet shasdard
Board of Graduate Studies Application
form.

It is important to understand that you
cannot apply directly for CAT scholar-
ships. Provided you fill in Section B of
the standard application form for gradu-

ate study of the Board for Graduate Stud-

ies at Cambridge, you will automatically
be considered for any scholarships for
which you are eligible including CAT
scholarships.
